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Support program for
working women (Qurrah)

support to enable working women to join and continue in the
labor market while being reassured of the care provided to
their children, by registering their children.

The duration of support is open provided that the beneficiary
has children within the age of 0-6 years and meets the
eligibility requirements in the program. The program covers
up to 50% of the value of reserving a seat in MGIS, not
exceeding 1,600 Saudi riyals for each child of an employee
working in the private sector.

Conditions for obtaining support:

*  The beneficiary must be female.

The beneficiary must be of Saudi nationality.

«  The beneficiary’'s monthly wage should not exceed (8,000)
Saudiriyals.

* The beneficiary must be registered with Social Insurance.
The beneficiary must be registered in the National Labor
Portal (Tagat).

The child must be between 0 and 6 years old.
